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In 2017, Georgia Lee Edwards had ac-
cumulated quite a bit of personal wealth
within a short period of time. Having
received national acclaim through an
unlikely venue, the internet, her once
fledgling music career had suddenly
become more lucrative than she could
have ever dreamed.

The new internet sensation had amassed
over three and a half million followers
on a popular video site allowing for the
newly created business, GLE Entertain-
ment, to gamer over $10,000 a day. The
27-year old self-made millionaire quick-
ly began purchasing homes, cars and
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other assets. These purchases made her
asset portfolio quite lucrative. She had-
n’t reached the age of thirty, so a Will
was not a priority.

Unfortunately, Mrs. Edwards lost her
life one cold and rainy March evening,
having far exceeded the maximum speed
limit in one of her newly acquired assets
— a Porsche 911. This sudden tragedy
left the Edwards family reeling, dis-
traught with grief and unaware of where
to begin when it came to identifying all
of their daughters assets. To make mat-
ters worse, Georgia had once been mar-
ried to a struggling actor, who aban-
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doned their marriage years ago, seeking
fame and success in the City of Angels.
While the two remained separated for
almost five years (not having even spo-
ken to one another since the night he left
her heartbroken and homeless), legally
they were still bound by the certificate
of marriage they signed years prior.

When Georgia’s mother went to open
her daughter’s estate, seeking to change
the name on her house’s deed and trans-
fer the cars over to her brother; she was

You have to care to know! I am not an
immigration attorney. In my thirty-year
career, I have never been drawn to that
area of the Law. I did not find practicing
before immigration Courts attractive, or
appealing.

You see, immigration and immigration
courts are established under Article II of
the Constitution, which created the Ad-
ministrative Branch of our Government.
Article III established the judicial
branch. I have devoted my professional
life to Article III Courts.

The administrative branch of our gov-
ernment, the presidency, the cabinet sec-
retaries, agencies, and all are regulated
and authorized in Article II of the Con-
stitution. Immigration and immigration
law has been determined to be an execu-
tive function and has been so treated
constitutionally.

From my perspective, the difference is
stark and profound. Article III “Judicial
Branch” Courts; are more creative, open

Know

and dynamic. In Article III Courts you
have the potential to argue the interpreta-
tion of the Law and not just the applica-
tion. The difference between how a law
or a rule is interpreted and how it is ap-
plied is stunning. In regular “Article III
Court’s you are allowed to argue both
interpretation and application. The ad-
versarial nature of argument in Article
IIT Courts, the prospect of juries and the
inherent openness, all increased the at-
tractiveness of these Courts to me.

This was fine when [ started practicing
law during the Regan Administration,
there was some balance in the Federal
Government’s application of immigra-
tion law. It wasn’t fair nor in my opin-
ion optimal, but it did not seem to me to
be outrageous in its inequities and less
than antithetical to my sense of justice.
As an attorney devoted to civil rights
and justice on behalf of my community,
I saw bigger fish to fry.

This has all changed under the current
administration. The policies of the

Trump Administration have created a
crisis both politically and morally.

Family separation, indeterminant deten-
tion, night raids, and other totalitarian
behaviors have been employed all in the
name of keeping white America safe.
Our nation is once again faced with anti-
democratic, unjust and unprincipled pol-
icies directed at a vulnerable population.
For a nation that has never fully ad-
dressed or accounted for its past sins of
bullying, prejudice, and inequity aimed
at targeted and vulnerable populations
this is especially dangerous.

This current climate of oppression was
both unforeseen and unanticipated. Af-
ter the apparent promise of the Obama
Administration all Americans should be
shocked and motivated into action, less
the marginal progress that has been
made toward a fairer. inclusive and more
representative society. in the last seventy
years, be lost. We cannot allow this to
be the end of the second reconstruction
and we must fight not to lose ground, in
our continuing efforts to fully participate
in American society and the American
dream.

So, yes. painfully and reluctantly the old
dog is learning new tricks. I am learning
to speak Spanish. I am training to be-
come competent at immigration law,
attending seminars, symposiums, read-
ing and otherwise educating myself.

Why, do this at this point in my career,
because immigration is the front line of
injustice in our country today, and be-
cause | am fighting for my community.
Know, what they can get away with do-

ing to the undocumented, the disenfran-
chised, they will soon try to get away
with doing to other communities and
peoples, disfavored by their white na-
tionalist ilk. The inequities the political
violence, the oppression being foisted
upon this population will not end with
my immigrant brothers and sisters.
These people are the beginning, the ca-
nary in the coal mine the test case for
what the elements of fascism and intol-
erance amongst us and within our gov-
ernment want to carry out and impose on
a wider scale. Make no mistake, further
marginalizing and oppressing the aspira-
tions of the African American communi-
ty is in their crosshairs. All in the name
of making white America feel safe.

What troubles me most in this endeavor,
is the complacency that I see around me.
I do not see heavy involvement in the
fight against this evil. by my colleagues,
in the clergy, in the professions or in the
leadership of our community. It is not
enough to simply talk about the conduct
of this administration we must move into
massive action as a people. Too many
of us appear to have our heads in the
sand, unknowing and unaware of the
suffering being imposed on those around
us. This attack on our fellow community
is happening before our eyes, yet too
many of us act as if we are unaware as if
we do not know or recognize what is
going on. My message is, you better
wake up before the knock is at your
door, before your rights are challenged
and jeopardized. Care to know and
Know to care, our collective future de-
pends on both.

Sweeting Law
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STOP THE PRESS!

What I'm about to say we all have expe-
rienced and watched it play out on the
BIG screen in our lives like a Sunday
sporting event. It’s been disturbing, to
say the least, that’s why I didn’t greet
you the way I usually do. Forgive me.
Recently, our country has demonstrated
on the largest stage in the World what a
blatant misuse of power can do. Let me
take a step back to assess the economic
ramification of the government shut-
down. To put it into perspective not only
were 800,000 federal employees fur-
loughed, but the entire country was held
hostage by the trickledown effect in one
way or another. If it didn’t directly affect
you, I'm sure you knew someone it did.

A report released by the Congressional
Budget Office found that, “ the economy
took an $11 billion hit, including $3 bil-
lion that’s gone forever, and in the 35
days that parts of the federal government
went unfunded”.

If that was not bad enough
making a car payment, credit cards, and
just having basic necessities such as
food to eat created a crisis. Congress and
Senate members came out unscathed.
However, the majority of middle class
and lower class felt the real brunt of it.

Action

In every article I’ve written
thus far, I've stressed the need for YOU
to structure a plan for your financial fu-
ture. As an Accountant, Defense Con-
tractor, and Finance Editor, I see things
from a different perspective. From the
private sector to the use of federal funds
in government contracts, this alone gives
me the insight to help you determine
what plan is right for you.

Investment

If you haven’t started, there’s no time
like the present. Think of retiring for a
moment: it might be near or it may be 10
to 15 years away.

By this time you’ll have
the discipline and the confidence to
reach higher goals. I deliberately used
this pay scale to show you that even at
minimum wage, a person with the right
plan can still save money.

6:00 p.m. news. Very simply, if we
aren’t in hand-cuffs, or looking unkept
and crazy, we won’t be there as the late
breaking main story.

The Black students who are working
their tails off to improve test scores so
they can secure scholarships and college
entrance, won’t be shown. They only
show the students who they harass and
try to discredit their hard work and ef-
forts to achieve. The Black fathers
working 2 or 3 jobs to make sure their
family is safe, supported and secure,
won’t be there. They only want to show
the violent offenders, especially if they
are BLACK.

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Is The Old New or is The New Old?

[ am grateful for the medical communi-
ty, nevertheless, I remember as a child
how my grandmother and mother used
natural remedies for our sicknesses.
They believed God when he said in
Ezekiel 47:12 "And by the river upon
the bank thereof, on this side and on that
side, shall grow all trees for meat, whose
leaf shall not fade, neither shall the fruit
thereof be consumed: it shall bring forth
new fruit according to his months, be-
cause their waters they issued out of the
sanctuary: and the fruit thereof shall be
for meat and the leaf thereof for medi-
cine."

We had to depend on God's remedies
because as a people. the medical system
would not treat us. We had to learn how
to survive on our own. We were victims
of slavery and had no value, except as
workers and we were discarded as peo-
ple. Therefore, we had to learn how to
survive and God's way was our way.
That's how "We still Rise."

I remember some 20 years or so a public
announcement was made on television
stating that herbs don't work. It was too
late for many of us. We knew better. We
knew that our bodies were still being
supported successfully using God's
method, the herbs, and oils. I have often
wondered why the false propaganda and
the flood of lies are disseminated to our
communities.

Recently, I had an interesting conversa-
tion with a Herbalist, Ishmael. He told
me how in September 0f 2017, he had an
unexpected visit from representatives of
The Maryland State Board of Medicine
(MSBM). They accused Ishmael of
practicing medicine without a license
and confiscated 300 files of persons that
have been helped through his services.

The Board questioned the people who
worked for him and summoned him to
an investigative hearing to determine if
he was violating the law.

Mr. Murray had a hearing in October
2017, but, did not hear from the Mary-
land Board of Physicians for 10 months
until August of 2018 when he was
served with an order to cease and desist.
Mr. Murray did not receive a letter say-
ing that he was exonerated from the ini-
tial charge of practicing Medicine with-
out a license. Instead, the board decided
to go after him for practicing Naturo-
pathic medicine without a license.

Mr. Murray has been in practice since
August of 2014. The board stated that
they had since passed a law in March of
2016 called the Naturopathic Medical
Act which states that one has to be a
Naturopathic physician in order to rec-
ommend herbs or vitamins and homeo-
pathic medicines. Mr. Murray was una-
ware of this law and never received any
notice from the State of Maryland about
this law being passed two years after he
started his practice. There was no inves-
tigation hearing. Instead, the board relied
on one Naturopathic doctor to review
Mr. Murray's client files to make the
new charge.

An insider at the board told Mr. Ishmael
Murray and his attorney, Vandy
Jamison, that the board will not stop
coming after Mr. Murray until he stops
town. The insider said the Board doesn’t
want Ishmael or any other herbalist here
offering people the alternative unless the
board controlled that alternative. Mr.
Murray said that his local State Repre-
sentatives, the  American Herbalist
Guild and the Maryland School of Inte-
grative Medicine has done nothing to

assist him even though the new law im-
pacts their students and the Guild. The
state representatives were pretty much
cowardly and impotent to investigate on
his behalf. In addition, Mr. Murray's
state taxes were audited for the first time
in his entire working career.

In January 2019, Mr. Ishmael Murray
was called before the Maryland Board of
Medicine. At that hearing was Janet
Brown, Assistant Attorney General, a
board of physicians and some private
citizens. There was no herbalist or Na-
turopathic physicians on the board. The
board was not interested in determining
if Mr. Murray was guilty. They had al-
ready decided he was guilty and was not
interested in discussing the complexities
of the Naturopathic Act of Maryland that
was created in 2016.

The Assistant Attorney General felt bad
that she had to levy a fine of $15.000 on
Mr. Murray because she felt that Mr.
Murray was blindsided but her hands
were tied. She had to do her duty as at-
torney for the State of Maryland.

In the 10 years that Mr. Murray has
practiced his craft of which 5 of those
years was in Maryland, he has never
done any harm to any client and he had
the letters and phone calls from his sup-
porters to prove it. However, all this info
fell on deaf ears. Mr. Murray said he
felt like he was in a 1940s Mississippi
courtroom with a jury of Klansman
judging him. He said he didn't have a
chance for a fair hearing.

Mr. Murray said, "The Maryland Board
who is backed by Johns Hopkins and
Big Pharma and the Rockefellers are not
interested in Black Baltimore being
healthy or having access to alternative
care."

Let us not forget there are now hospitals
using certain oils from the herbs for their
patients.

My question is: is Hopkins so powerful
that it is playing god with Gods people?
My question is: if you know that Ishmael
and others like him are not hurting but
helping, why try to destroy their good
work?

Ishmael and others like myself find it
strange that only black herbalist are be-
ing hunted down and persecuted, it
seems the medical system does all that it

can to stop us from supporting our bod-
ies to stay healthy Gods way.

Mr. Murray decided to do some research
on other establishments that provide
Herbal support in other Maryland com-
munities and has concluded, "that only
those Herbalist associated within our
communities are being targeted. This
stops us from having access to holistic
care. The average cost of a Naturopathic
Physician visit in Maryland is $300 to
$400 for an initial visit. Most of our peo-
ple cannot nor will they be able to access
alternative care. It appears that the phar-
maceutical company's want to control
anyone who is trying to help our people
live within a healthy lifestyle. The Mary-
land board and big Pharma only wants
the consumer to have one way to access
health care and that is them. Is this leav-
ing our community in the hands of only
those who have say so over who they
want to be healthy and who lives and
who dies? Is this another throwback to
slavery? I think so."

"The pharmaceutical companies know
they look crazy advertising medicines
with hundreds of side effects on televi-
sion knowing they can cause heart at-
tacks and all kinds of illnesses that lead
to destroying your health and even your
death. Big Pharma will even kill or slan-
der herbalist if they begin to have influ-
ence. It doesn’t matter that Herbalist,
such as myself, who have studied with
the most knowledgeable teachers, and
with the most prestigious schools of
Herbs are being sought out for using
God's natural remedies, the herbs.
Something is wrong with this picture,”
and I pray for our people: because as the
bible says our people are destroyed for a
lack of knowledge" says Mr. Murray.
Romans 8:31"What shall we say to these
things? If God be for us, who can be
against us? Why can't the medical field
and the herbalist work together? The
Cancer Centers are proof that for the
best life of the patient both herbs and
medicines saves lives.

We need to pray on behalf of this matter.
Please cover Ishmael and all of the
Herbalist. When we pray on one accord
as one man, we receive much. Why?

Because that's "When God Moves".

History helps us to
understand what changed and it provides
cultural awareness of our heritage and
legacy. In 1926, Carter G. Woodson
proclaimed the second week of February

as “Negro History Week”, which was
chosen because it coincided with the
birthday of Abraham Lincoln and Fred-
erick Douglass. In 1970, Black History
Month was first celebrated at Kent State
University. Did you know that Black
History Month is also observed in Cana-
da, Ireland, the Netherlands, and the
United Kingdom? It is celebrated annu-
ally in the United States and Canada in
February and annually in October in the
United Kingdom, the Netherlands and
the Republic of Ireland. Years ago, I
made a few trips to the Netherlands. I
will always love that country for its
friendly people and its beautiful country.
The one thing that stood out for me was
that black people were citizens of the
Netherlands. 1 saw people who looked
just like me with the same hair and same
skin colors. I was so amazed and de-
lighted. Then there is Idris Elba, the
actor, born in London, looks like he may
have been born in any city in the United
States but speaks the Queen’s English
and does have that accent. Again, Black
History Month is a way to remember
important people and events in the histo-
ry of our African heritage.

In 1987, Congress declared March as
National Women’s History Month. A

special Presidential Proclamation is is-
sued every year which honors the ex-
traordinary achievements of American
women. When I think of brave women, I
think of Shirley Anita Chisholm who
was an American politician, educator,
and author. In 1968, she became the first
black woman elected to the United
States Congress, and she represented
New York's 12th congressional district
for seven terms from 1969 to 1983.
There is Ellen Johnson Sirleaf who is a
politician and economist. She is the first
female head of the state of Aftica serv-
ing as the 24thPresident of Liberia from
2006-20018. “Choose people who lift
you up”, is a quote from Michelle
Obama who is a lawyer and writer and
was the first lady of the United States of
America from 2009-2017.

Now that we have reflected on some of
our past and present history; hopefully
we are using that rich history to benefit
our future. How does your pass history
involve your future role in society? Re-
member, Willie Holliday Sr., went from
a sharecropper to a community and civic
leader. What is your civic responsibil-
ity? You already know where you can
help. You do not have to be rich, famous
or a hero to contribute your individual
act of greatness to your community.

Earth Day is celebrated around the world
on April 22nd each year. It is the

THE SAD REALITY - TALE OF A NIGERIAN GRADUATE

I arrived in Lagos seven (7) years after
graduation in search of greener pastures,
and I found the pastures though not very
green. Barely a year after my arrival, [
applied for a banking job along with
several others and I was among the few
fortunate ones who got the job.

was torn apart at the meeting, thorough-
ly tongue lashed. I got back to my desk
and discovered I had been issued a
warning, two more and I would be sent
packing.

I looked at my watch, it was 7:15 pm,
the branch manager had just left for

I lived at Alagbado on the outskirts of home. I bade him farewell, just to make

Lagos mainland and worked at Lekki
which is on Lagos Island. It is a forty-
four (44km) journey but could last sev-
eral hours due to traffic congestions. I
had to leave home at 4:30 am each
morning to ensure my arrival at the of-
fice before 7:30 am, the beginning of my
hours.

The journey to the office was nothing
compared to my return journey. The
traffic back was usually hectic and I ar-
rived home between 10 pm and 11 pm
most nights. I had roughly three (3) to
four (4) hours sleep on weekdays. Life
was hard, but with time I got used to it. I
was fortunate to have a job and would
do whatever it took to keep it.

It was a Friday and I was sleep deprived,
facing my weekly performance account.
I was a marketer and on Fridays, we
gave our weekly activity report in a mar-
keting meeting headed by our branch
manager. These meetings were a place
to shine if you were meeting your targets
but dreaded if you weren’t.

I had been falling short lately, and
dreaded Fridays. Today was going to be
worse because the week had been ex-
fremely poor, I couldn’t even open a
single account the entire week. The
country was going through a recession
and it was increasingly difficult to open
accounts lately. However, the bosses
didn’t care, you had to meet your targets
or be shown the way out. No exceptions.
“You will certainly not be with us at the
end of this year, the way you are going”.
Those were the final words of the branch
manager directed at me. As predicted, [

sure he noticed I was still around when
he left. I had completed my activities for
the day as early as 5:00 pm, but there
was no way I was going to leave the
office before him on a day like this.

I switched off my system, grabbed my
bag and commenced the hectic journey
home. By the time I got to Oshodi bus
stop, where I was to take a final bus
home, it was already 9:25 pm. I was
tired and angry with myself and the
world. I was holding my suit coat on one
hand and my office bag on the other, my
tie was folded and tucked in my pants
pocket as I stood in the overcrowded bus
stop waiting for a bus to take me home.
The crowd at this bus stop every Friday
was massive. I struggled unsuccessfully
on three (3) occasions to board a bus
heading to my destination. Suddenly I
felt some funny movement behind me
and I turned instinctively and saw two
roughly dressed boys running. The
woman behind me said “Oga, dem don
carry your wallet” meaning “Sir, they
have stolen your wallet™.

I quickly transferred my office bag to
my other hand with the suit coat and
frisked my pockets. Sure enough, my
wallet was gone. For a few minutes I
was confused, and thou I knew the pock-
et I had placed my wallet, I had to check
every other pocket to be sure. Then it hit
me, my wallet was gone, and I was
standing in a crowded bus stop at 9:45
pm without a dime.

At that moment, my sorry life flashed
through my mind and I felt like crying. I
felt life had dealt me a wrong hand, I felt

cursed. My spirit was sinking to a new
low.

I have always been a brilliant student,
top of my class all through my second-
ary/high school days. I had big dreams
of working in a multinational oil firm,
even though I had the chance to study
medicine at the university. 1 opted for
mechanical engineering, and as expected
[ graduated with very good grades from
a prestigious university ten (10) years
ago.

The chaos of people scampering for a
bus brought me back to reality. How was
[ going to get home? My ATM cards
were in the wallet that was stolen. I
couldn’t make any withdrawal, at least
not immediately. I had only one option
“UBER™.

I had the app on my phone but never
used it. I remembered someone saying in
the office, you could link your account
to it and you didn’t have to pay with
cash. I fried it and it was quite simple
and straightforward. Within minutes I
had added my account details and
booked a ride. The fare was two thou-
sand nairas (#2000) approximately five
dollars ($5), which was five per cent
(5%) of my monthly take home...... for
a single ride. I really could not afford
this, and I really had no other option.
Then I remembered who was talking
about the Uber service at the office, it
was my boss. Certainly, no staff on my
pay grade would dare consider this. I
wished there was an alternative, but sad-
ly, there wasn’t.

As [ waited for my ride, I went down
memory lane. Ten (10) years had passed
since I graduated from school with high
hopes, and here I was, no oil job, not
even practicing what I studied. I was
working as a confract staff for a new
generation bank as a marketer with a
monthly take-home of forty thousand
nairas (#40,000) approximately one hun-

dred dollars ($100). which came along
with insults and threats from my bosses
for failure to meet targets. I was squat-
ting with a friend and could barely feed
myself.

I thought about my ever loving and un-
derstanding parents back home who had
made so many sacrifices to see me
through school. Not once in the last ten
(10) years had I sent a dime to assist
them. They even sent me ten thousand
nairas (#10,000) approximately twenty-
five dollars ($25) last month to support
me. It was clear that life had certainly
not been fair to me.

It was the salty taste in my mouth that
made me realize I was crying. At that
instant, my phone rang, which once
again brought me back to reality. It was
the Uber driver. He had called me earli-
er to confirm my location, and now he
was calling to tell me he had arrived at
the bus stop with his hazard lights on. I
saw him and quickly wiped my tears and
moved towards him. I opened the back
door and got in. The driver turned and
said good evening sir are you Mr
Bright?. I looked at him and we both

Dr. Andre H. Humphrey is extremely
passionate about his ministry and the
services his ministry provides to help
people. I met this inspiring gentleman
many years ago. Then and now, he is
still on the frontlines providing services
to those in need.

In our first meeting I asked him why he
chose to do the work he was doing? He
pointed to a picture on the wall of his
office and said to me, “That is a picture
of my son who was murdered”. I no-
ticed the pain and agony on his face and
he spoke very passionately about the
trauma he suffered about the death of his
son.

He said the death of his son was one of
many reasons why he does the things
that he does! This Brother has many
accolades I could write about, but I want
to thank him personally and publicly for
putting in so much work over the years.
Thank You Soldier!

Here are a few of his accomplishments.
In 1988 after doing many revivals at the

Charles H. Hickey School, the Holy
Spirit placed on Rev. Humphreys’ heart
that there was a serious need for an Out
Reach Ministry for young men. Many
had given their lives to Christ, but there
was no follow up available to them.
After speaking with Bishop Robinson,
along with the secretary of the youth
facility, his name was given to Ms. Mary
Slector who was in charge of volunteers.
At this point he was ask to take charge
of the mentoring program where he gave
of his time for many years working
strictly as a volunteer. Rev. Humphrey
was then asked ten years later to be the
Director of the Youth Ministry Outreach
Program. Still many youth were being
released with no where to go and no fol-
low up. Out of concern for humanity,
Rev. Humphrey organized another min-
istry entitled Unity in the Spirit. This
ministry, which was the combination of
many churches in East Baltimore
(Barclay Midway Corridor), participated
in a thirty hour tent revival. During this
revival, many issues were addressed
such as: alcohol abuse, substance abuse,
homeless children with incarcerated par-
ents and the rejected and down trodden.
Those individuals were given assistance
on site without delay.

Out of this great coalition was the birth
of a never ending relationship between
the board members of Reaching the Un-
reachable Outreach Ministries and the
Missionaries of the Fountain Baptist
Church. In 2000, the former pastor, the
late Rev. Herman A. Ford, appointed
Rev. Humphrey to work with the Mis-
sionaries, shortly afterwards, he was
elected as their spiritual advisor, under
their past president, the late Sis. Gwen-
dolyn Douglass. With hard work and

determination from both organizations

they were afforded the opportunity of Partnership

ministering to nursing homes, and pris-
ons, etc. Under the leadership of the
Holy Spirit, they are going out into the
highways and byways taking the Word
of God to God’s people. His latest
achievement is that of Baltimore Trauma
Response Team.

In 2004, the Elizabeth Colbert House
was established. This dwelling opened
its’ doors to homeless single mothers
between the ages of 18 and 40. It was
named after the Missionaries lifetime
Past President, Ms. Elizabeth Colbert,
who remains a faithful supporter. In ad-
dition to the Willing Workers, Many
other members of Fountain Baptist
Church (many of whom would like to
remain anonymous) supported the pro-

ject In June of this year,

Reaching the Unreachable Outreach
Ministries was awarded a grant from the
Family League of Baltimore City for the
purpose of developing an after school
program. Reaching the Unreachable
Outreach Ministries is associated with
many other programs such as; Men Sup-
porting Men, Child Developing Policing
Program, and the Prison Ministry. These
organizations are supported by the new
Chief of Operations (Dr. Pisha) and all
other dedicated board members of this
great organization. After eight years,
God is still smiling down on this church,
and allowing the ministries to continue
on this journey.

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Continued From Page 1 to find out that
her daughter’s estranged husband had
already taken the steps to begin acquir-
ing Georgia’s assets — despite the fact
that her new boyfriend was living in the
house the husband was now looking to
occupy. Based on Maryland law, he had
every right to do just that, which is one
example of why having a Will is so
vitally important, regardless of your
age or the belief that it will all work it-
self out when you’re gone. This scenar-
io is fictitious but plays out regularly in
real life. Think about how heartbreaking
it was when music legend Prince sud-
denly passed. Then it was discovered
that he had no Will. Aretha Franklin
was another music legend to pass with-
out a Will. Situations like this can dev-
astate a family.

When a loved one passes away, the fam-
ily is often left dealing with the fallout
of that person’s actions, or lack thereof.
They must first figure out if the decedent
had a will, and if so, did they file the
original will with the Register of Wills
Office for safekeeping. If not, the family
scrambles to ascertain if a will was pre-
pared and then locate the original. With
technology being the dominant force in
many of our lives, family members may
have to search through various computer
devices, first trying to figure out the per-
son’s passwords, in order to obtain im-
portant information and documents.

The Importance of Having a Will in the 21°* Century

This is one of the many reasons why, as
your Register of Wills for Baltimore
City, I have made it my mission to in-
form, educate and empower citizens with
the necessary information to help pre-
vent this often frustrating “search and
rescue mission”. Citizens are always
encouraged to seek legal advice when
writing a Will or establishing a Trust.
There is a suggested pre-passing prepa-
ration paper that is included in all of our
newsletters, which enables individuals to
list the assets they have acquired, while
also spelling out detailed information
such as banking institutions and funeral
service preferences to better assist loved
ones when trying to put the pieces of
their lives together and prepare for the
funeral service.

Wills are important documents that eve-
ryone who has acquired assets should
have in order to prevent the chaos that
can ensue once someone passes without
having a Will. In the example given of
Georgia Lee Edwards, the family and
her ex-husband would likely turn to the
Orphan’s Court to ascertain who is enti-
tled to what, instead of being able to
simply follow the instructions given in
the decedent’s will.

The advantages to writing your will, and
filing it for safekeeping in the offices of
the Register of Wills: the cost is only
$5.00 — not to mention that no one can
access your Will other than you while

you're alive, and only your designated
personal representative will have access
to it upon your death. (Please note that
once an estate is opened, it is public rec-
ord.) This prevents loved ones or family
members who come across your Will
from destroying it if they’re not satisfied
with your wishes, or the possibility of it
never being found and becoming obso-
lete.

Your will is a simple document that des-
ignates who you want to acquire your
assets upon passing. It requires your sig-
nature, along with Witness Attestation
(the signature of two witnesses attesting
to the fact that you signed the Will). You
must simply designate an executor of
your estate, otherwise known as the per-
sonal representative; who is responsible
for carrying out your wishes by oversee-
ing your estate. You may designate as-
sets such as your house, car and any per-
sonal financial wealth such as monies in
bank accounts, stocks, bonds, etc.

The Will is this document that governs
the distribution of your assets upon
death, leaving no doubt as to who you
want to be the beneficiary of the assets
you worked so hard to obtain. If you die
without a will (known as intestate) the
distribution of your assets may be dis-
tributed by either the first legal heir to
bring proper documentation to open the
estate and/or the Orphan’s Court — who
will intervene once an heir has disputed
the allocation of assets.

In Maryland, the legal spouse — whether
they are separated or not — is entitled to a
$15.000 spousal allowance and their fair
share of the remainder of the estate.
Children under the age of eighteen can
receive a $5,000 child allowance and are
also entitled to their share of the estate.
Anyone who pays the funeral bill is enti-
tled to reimbursement of that expense
first before any assets are distributed.
Once an heir - starting first with a
spouse or child, then proceeding to par-
ents, siblings and extended family —
opens an estate, all the heirs are to be
informed of the opening of this estate.

In our example, Mrs. Edwards’ estate
was valued at $1.9 million, and the
mother paid $10,000 for her funeral ex-
pense. She will be reimbursed for the
funeral first, while her estranged hus-
band would receive $15,000 for a spous-
al allowance before the remainder of the
estate was divided up. Since Mr. & Mis.
Edwards had no children, that likely
leaves the remainder of the estate to Mr.
Edwards. However, had Mrs. Edwards
written a Will, established a Trust, or
gotten a divorce prior to her passing, her
family could have legal rights to parts
of, or the entirety of her estate. But since
having a Will or Trust wasn’t a priority
before that fateful night, her estate is left
to the man that she refused to even speak
to on the phone. While the story of
Georgia Lee Edwards if fictitious, the
reality of similar situations is REAL!

A will is not vahd unless it Is In writing, and signed
by the testator (the person making the will) or

by another person, in the presence of, and at the
direction of the testator. The testator's signature
must be made with the intention of executing the
will, and in the presence of two or more witnesses.

These witnesses must attest and sign the
will in the presence of the testator. They
need not be in the presence of each other
in order to sign the document, as long as
the testator is present at the time of each
